On Saturday between 8 pm and 9 pm millions around the world are 
expected to participate in Earth Hour and turn off their lights as part of a 
mass commitment to combat climate change. Earth Hour was originally 
launched last year in Sydney Australia when more than 2 million people 
and approximately 2,100 businesses turned off their lights for 60 minutes. 
They reduced the use of their electrical grid by 10% and saved 25,000 
tonnes of carbon dioxide.
